"The Secret Marriage" by Cimarosa in Lauro 

Music takes the castle by storm for a night 
 

 "An international center for an introduction to the lyric theater functions as a  
desire of the community administration and by the Pro Loco. It is realized by the Irpine  
Musical Association "Vitale." Tonight the students will present "The Secret Marriage" by
 Cimarosa. On the podium stands a twenty-four-year-old maestro from New York,  
 Adam Rosenbloom,  a student at the center directed by Umberto Cattini, faculty at the 
"Verdi" conservatory in Milan, winner of the "Gran Prix du disque" in the 60's, and a 
globetrotter of the baton. The stage direction is by Alfredo Corno who will also interpret  
the role of Geronimo. Other students of the Lauro Center will be with him: Tiziana  
Tomaciello, Lorena Campari, Antonio Pugliano, and Gualberto Silvestri. The costumes  
have been provided by the "Litta" theater in Milan."
